Recent Volunteer Days at Red Reef Park, Boca Raton
4/1, 4112 & 4/27

We hosted three ecological restoration days at
Red Reef Park in Boca Raton in April alone! In
just the month of April we have planted over
175 plants and had over 60 volunteers just this
month!

Thanks to funding and support from the City of
Boca Raton, IRC was able to enhance over 23
different native coastal species such as the state
threatened Inkberry (Scaevola plumieri), and
state endangered Beach clustervine
(Jacquemontia reclinata) and Sea-lavender
(Tournefortia gnaphalodes).

Invasive species pose a profound threat to the
delicate balance of ecosystems, often
outcompeting native species for resources,
disrupting food chains, and altering habitats.
This ultimately leads to biodiversity loss and
reduced ecological stability. Thanks to our
volunteers we removed over a hundred pounds
of Oyster Plant and Beach Naupaka!

We truly appreciate everyone who came out to
all of our events to get their hands dirty and
make their community a greener place. Your
efforts are making a real difference in restoring
this beautiful habitat and coastal ecosystem.
